Characteristics of a True Revival

1.Christ-Centered
1. Leads to deeper devotion to Jesus Christ.
2. God’s Word is newly valued and obeyed.

2.Repentance and Humility
1. Sins are recognized, confessed, and forsaken.
2. Inner heart transformation is at the center.

3.Fruit in Life
1. A new, holy life marked by love, righteousness, and 

selflessness.
2. Lasting change, not just emotion.

4.Spirit of Prayer
1. Personal and corporate prayer are deepened.
2. Dependence on the Holy Spirit is strengthened.

5.Missionary Zeal
1. Revived Christians want to lead others to Christ.
2. Love for one’s neighbor becomes practical and visible.

6.Tested by God’s Word
1. Everything is measured by Scripture (Isaiah 8:20).
2. Leads to unity with God’s commandments and 

promises.

Characteristics of a False or Superficial Revival

1.Man-Centered
1. Leads to admiration of preachers or leaders.
2. Experiences, feelings, or sensational events take center 

stage.
2.Lack of Repentance

1. There is excitement and emotion but no true turning 
from evil.

2. Sin is minimized or ignored.
3.Short-Lived Flame

1. Great enthusiasm at first, but without lasting fruit.
2. Zeal soon fades away.

4.Outward Forms
1. Strong emphasis on music, show, or emotionalism.
2. Little focus on Bible study and obedient living.

5.Self-Confidence Instead of Humility
1. “We are rich and have need of nothing” (cf. Revelation 

3:17).
2. Pride or spiritual arrogance instead of humility and 

dependence.
6.Not in Harmony with Scripture

1. Human traditions or new teachings contradict the Bible.
2. “Signs and wonders” can be used to replace truth.

The Ten Commandments
according to the Holy Bible (Exodus 20:1-17)

1. I am the LORD thy God, which have brought thee out of the land 
of Egypt, out of the house of bondage. Thou shalt have no other 
gods before me.
